OBJECTIVES AND ACTIVITIES OF THE ORGANISATION
Coop Gen Rosso, International Performing Arts Group is a performing art cooperative, consisting of musicians, singers, dancers and actors from various national, ethnic, religious and cultural backgrounds. By delivering art projects they strive to foster peace, intercultural dialogue and respect for other peoples and culture s. 

Since the 1970’s Gen Rosso organises tours, workshops and seminars worldwide with young people and children. Their record comprises 1.700 concerts, 160 tours in 43 countries and 53 records/CDs. In 2004, they took part in the major intercultural/inter-religious project „Voglio svegliare l’aurora“ dedicated to the accession of the 10 New EU-Member States (under the patronage of the European Commission). Currently, they are partner in the DAPHNE-project „Strong Without Violence“ (start 2/2007).

Since the 1970’s Gen Rosso has been conducting a great amount of tours, workshops and seminars involving young people from all over the world. Over the last years the issue of intercultural and inter-religious dialogue has become a major issue especially among youngster in an increasingly globalized world. The crucial challenge is to gain from intercultural societies without losing cultural identities. Therefore, the project will provide Gen Rosso with an excellent opportunity to design a new musical and to transfer it to diverse interethnic context within the EU.
ROLE OF THE ORGANISATION WITHIN THE PROJECT

International Performing Arts Group GEN ROSSO plays an irreplaceable role in the project “FESTIVAL 3+1”. 

Their musical “Streetlight”, which artists offers for the project programme (Friday 28/08/09: public musical performance “Streetlight – One Europe, One Stage”) is a platform for teamwork of international youth coming from 5 EU Member states (CZ, DE, HU, PL, SK). 

The theme of the musical story serves as an opportunity for discussion about general themes such as humanity, citizenship, tolerance, mutual respect and reverence to cultural diversity and national customs.

Professional attitude and working methods of artists and tutors from GEN ROSSO (18 artists coming from 10 countries from all over the world) are extraordinary. 

Cooperation with GEN ROSSO group on common preparation of the musical (11 various workshops) gives to youth real personal experience that building international relationships is possible and even beautiful, in spite of cultural, ethnic and language differences. 

Presence of GEN ROSSO in the project gives to participating youth and also to project promoters the concrete experience that the cultural diversity can be mutual enriching.
